3. Click your mouse on the start of the “link” and hold it down moving the mouse to the end of the link (known as “dragging the mouse”). This should highlight the link then click on the right hand side of the mouse and press copy. Then open your “internet browser” (see above) and right click again and press paste. This should copy the link and then press enter and hey presto.

4. Ask someone young to do it for you.
