This also means that you will listen to and obey instructions, especially those involving safety, and will not engage in any activity which might endanger another participant, e.g. Not hitting another player with a stick

· Members should keep to agreed timings for training and competitions or inform their coach or team manager if they are going to be late
· Members must pay any fees for training or events promptly as required

· Not use any offensive or abusive language nor engage in any fighting, even in jest

· Take fluids (e.g. a bottle of water) to the session
· Junior member’s involvement in prohibitive substances may result in being banned from the club.
